· Highlight/underline every instance of summarizing, quoting, and/or paraphrasing that you find your author using

· Make a list of the framing phrases/authorial tags in your journal (you’re essentially creating your own list of templates)

· Also note any introductory/descriptive phrases your author includes

· Bracket off any clarifying or explanatory information you author includes to let you know what the quote/summarized information means (you do NOT have to include this in your journal)

· Identify which paragraphs comprise the introduction

· Highlight/underline the thesis & note it in your journal (and in the margins of your article)

· Identify the introductory strategy your author uses & briefly summarize it

· Identify which paragraphs comprise your author’s conclusion

· Are there any features of the conclusion that you notice? 

· Is there a call-to-action? If so, what is it?

· Does the author summarize the argument / restate the thesis?

· Does the author create an inverted funnel?

· Which concluding strategy, if any, does the author use?
