· Part II: Using the information below, compile a mock annotated bibliography for “Realms of the Soil” and “Environmental Pollutants.” Your mock AB should have both the correct APA citation as well as a mock annotation. You should have 4/5 key parts – you do not need to include a comment on the usefulness of the source as you don’t have a project to use as a baseline.
