The cover letter is intended as a tool for reflection on the writing process, the assignment, and the outcome of the paper. 
Your cover letter should be in 12pt. Times New Roman, single-spaced, 1” margins. Be sure to address it and sign it as you would a formal letter. 
Be sure to read over your paper one last time – use Microsoft’s Spell-check tool and look at any green/red squiggles you see. 
For the cover letter, I would like you to write a ½-1 page (single-spaced) letter addressed to either me or to Future-You. In the body of this letter, I would like you to carefully reflect on the following:
(1) What surprised you in the writing of this project?

(2) What do you feel are your greatest weaknesses for this project?

(3) What do you feel are your greatest successes for this project?

(4) What challenges did this project present, and how do you feel you dealt with them?
And, in conclusion:

(1) Overall, do you feel as if you have benefited from taking ENG 101? 

(2) What have you achieved/learned that you are particularly proud of? (This can be anything from any aspect of the course from introductory strategies, critical reading skills, learning how to use the library/databases for research – or even something abstract like confidence in writing or that you are capable of writing & succeeding at the university level.)
